Part I.  The Budget.


Create a list of all the equipment that you can afford to buy with a $20 thousand budget.  The budget should include all of the items that are mentioned below:

You need to buy at a minimum the following:


a. Mixer or console

b. 4 channels of compression

c. 1 Reverb (or special plugin)

d. 1 Multi-effect unit (or package of plugins)

e. Power conditioner/voltage regulator sufficient for the studio (at least 15 Amps – probably 20 Amps)

f. Furniture and/or racking to hold all of the equipment you buy

g. 1 pair of near field monitors

h. Enough patch bays to outfit your system

i. Cables for the whole system

j. Two microphones and two stands

k. A multi-track recorder or a DAW

l. A master recorder to mix into or a DAW

Keep in mind that you need to be able to hook all of this equipment up on paper and you need to make sure that you have enough cables, racking and space to place of the gear.  Turn in the budget either with an Excel Spreadsheet or as a table in Word.  It should look like this:

For each item on your list, you should write a few sentences to explain why that piece of gear is on your list.  For instance:
Alesis HD24:  This is the cheapest way to get 24 tracks of 24 bit audio converters.  You can use standard IDE hard drives at 7200 and this makes the media very inexpensive as well.  The technology is old enough so that most of the bugs have been worked out, but new enough so that it will be several years before it becomes obsolete.
