Part II.  Patch bay Layouts

Using your budget as a guide layout as many patch bays as you will need to connect all of your gear.  Make sure that the patch bay makes intuitive sense to you and that you take advantage of half-normaling and split-isolated modules in your bays.

Please note that every connection to every piece of gear should be accessible from the patch bays.  So every input and output jack on the back of the mixer, your outboard gear, your snake, your audio interfaces all need to be on the patchbay.

Use half-normaled connection when 2 pieces of gear will be commonly connected by default.  Make sure to use a split isolated module when you have in’s and out’s from the same device on top of each other to avoid creating a feedback loop.
