Lab:

1. Get mic signal through the console

2. Send the signal through the solo bus

3. Use the channel EQ to make it sound like AM radio

4. Route signal through the sub-groups

5. Route signal through the aux busses

6. Normal the board before and after each task

7. Wrap cable with over and under method

Tips:
If you have trouble hearing signal, make sure nothing is in solo.

Aux. 3, Sub-group 3 and Channel 3 are 3 completely different things. Don’t just reach for any “3”. Use your finger to trace the channel strip; you might be adjusting the knobs on the adjacent channel. Write your name on your studio time cards, you only get one set. Always bring in your ID so you can check out equipment.
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
