MULTI-TRACK RECORDING: Making a “Mix Tape”
Bring in a CD of something you think is recorded well. We will start to use the HD24’s to record and mix audio.  We will start to use the CD Recorders to mix audio. Channel Path vs. Monitor Path.  Tracking (Recording) Audio and Mixing Audio.

Lab:

1. Connect the CD output to 2 channel line inputs. 

2. PFL (Pre-Fader-Listen) the level coming into the console and adjust the pre amp.

3. Patch the direct outs of the mixer to the track inputs on the HD24 recorder

4. Patch the track outputs of the HD24 to the line inputs of Channels 9-16

5. Patch the Main Outs of the 1604 VLZ to the XLR Inputs of the CD Recorder

Homework: Mix Tape with Transitions

1. Record 5 songs from a CD through the mixer to tracks on the multi-track recorder

2. Record the first song to tracks 1 and 2 (Left and Right)

3. Record the second song to tracks 3 and 4 (Left and Right)

4. For the 3rd track alternate back to the 1st 2 tracks and so on

5. Make sure that the tracks overlap so that you can blend the transitions between the song

6. Mix the recording down to the CD Recorder. Be careful to make smooth transitions between the songs

7. Make sure that you put the Track Numbers in the correct places for the 5 songs!

8. Turn in your CD with a label, jewel case or with VERY neat hand writing. This should look professional.  Make a track list that shows the names of the tracks. 
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
